
Training Program cum Study Tour for the Officials of Nigeria 
Under The World Bank aided Project 

August 30 to September 5, 2010 
 

A training program cum study tour was held for officials from Ministry of Mines & Steel Development, 
Nigeria and Federal Ministry of Environment, Nigeria from August 30th to September 5th, 2010 by Dept. 
of Environmental Science and Engineering, ISM Dhanbad. Emphasis was laid upon the environmental 
aspects of mining in India paying attention to the sustainable management of mineral resources in 
Nigerian mining sector.  
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The participants were given lectures on topics such as best management environmental practices for 
sustainable mining, bioremediation of abandoned mining areas, risk assessment of small and artisanal 
mining, Indian regulation concerning compensation and resettlement, community development 
programme for mining sector, remediation of tailings/rejects from small and artisanal mining and Indian 
experiences of cooperatives for small scale mining-Case studies.  

Besides the case studies, discussion sessions and practical, visits were made to different departments of 
ISM such as ESE, FME, Geological Museum in Applied Geology Department. The participants were 
taken for a coal mine visit to Jharia coalfields for a demonstration of Best Management Practices and 
Field visit at R&R sites for appraisal of social impacts and mitigation aspects. Interactive sessions were 
organized with DGMS, JRDA, BCCL, and TATA STEEL.  
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
